Regquest to our Customers who wish to use our Foreign Remittance Facilities

Thank you for your continuous patronage to our Bank.

We, the Bank, to carry out appropriately (1)"the public policies to combat money- laundering and
terrorist financing" based upon "the Foreign Exchange and Foreign Trade Control Law" and "the Act
on Prevention of Transfer of Criminal Proceeds", both of the Government of Japan and (2) the
regulations of the United States Office of Foreign Assets Control (OFAC), when we are requested by
our customers to carry out the operation of foreign remittance (both inward and outward), will
request such customers to submit related materials by which the appropriateness of such
remittance can be confirmed.

Please understand that,

(1) in case we cannot obtain customer's cooperation in securing such confirmatory documents or
(2) in case we judge that the nature of such remittance is not appropriate even after having
obtained the related documents from customers,

we might decline, at our sole discretion, to carry out the customer's request of remittance to

foreign countries or receipt of remittance from abroad.

[Examples of materials to be requested]

General trade transactions | Import license, invoice, bill of lading, certificate of origin, etc.
* For trade transactions, please declare the product name, place

origin, place of shipment, destination

Living expense remittances | Materials by which the relationship with the recipient can be
confirmed, materials by which the status of income, etc. can be

confirmed

Tuition Invoice for tuition fees, materials by which the status of enrollment /

student residency, etc. can be confirmed

Medical expenses Medical expenses invoice, materials by which the status of

hospitalization / outpatient visit, etc. can be confirmed

Accommodation and travel | The hotel bill or materials by which travel itinerary can be confirmed

expenses
Investment Agreement etc. on the conduct of investment
Real estate purchase Sale and purchase agreement, etc.
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Transfer to customer's | Payee's bankbook or, materials by which the account specifics, etc.

own foreign bank account | can be confirmed

*Depending on the remittance details, we may request that you submit additional materials in
addition to the above.

*We will keep materials submitted by the customer under strict controls.

[Other items for confirmation]

In some cases we may request confirmation of the reason for visiting the branch, occupation,
status of assets, future remittance schedule and amount, (when the client is a corporation) person
substantially in control of the corporation (*).

*A person substantially in control is a natural person in a position that is recognized to have a

dominant influence on the corporation’s business activities.
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
